  Habitat for Humanity helps low income 
families build or renovate and buy their own 
homes, providing simple, decent and a�ord-
able housing.  The families are required to do 
sweat equity on their home and/or other’s 
homes, take �nancial literacy classes, as well 
as successful homeownership classes.  When 
they are ready to purchase their home, 
Habitat for Humanity sells them the home at 
no pro�t and provides them with an interest 
free loan at an a�ordable payment.  This 
allows people who would not normally 
qualify for a conventional loan the ability to 
know the pride of owning their own home.

  Habitat for Humanity is a faith 
based, non-pro�t organization that 
seeks to eliminate homelessness 
and poverty housing from the 
planet.  Providing simple, decent 
housing for people in need and 
helping to strengthen families and 
communities is a matter of 
conscience and action .

Attendance at an informa-
tional meeting is required to be considered 
for a home.  Partner families are chosen 
based on need, willingness to partner with 
Habitat for Humanity and ability pay for a 
Habitat home.
  Individuals or families who live or work in 
Weber or Davis County could qualify for a 
Habitat home if their gross annual household 
income meets the current requirements.
